Amendment Purpose Statement 
 
FOR THE PURPOSE OF AMENDING TWO PROJECTS TO THE 2024-27 MTIP TO MEET 
FEDERAL PROJECT DELIVERY REQUIREMENTS 
 
Amendment Summary: 
 
The March FFY 2026 Metropolitan Transportation Improvement Program (MTIP) Formal 
Amendment #2 proposes the following programming changes: 

• Amends the Burgard Bridge Resiliency and Multimodal Enhancement Project 
• Amends the Broadway Main Street and Supporting Connections project 

 
Resolution No. 26-5569 authorizes the proposed MTIP Formal Amendment.

Gabriela Lopez, Senior Transportation Planner, provided Transportation Policy 
Alternatives Committee (TPAC) members with an overview of the proposed project 
amendments at its February 6, 2026 meeting. TPAC voted unanimously to recommend 
approval to JPACT.

Recommend approval of Resolution 26-5569 to Metro Council to amend two 
projects, as stated within Exhibit A, to the 2024-27 MTIP to meet federal project 
delivery requirements.

Description: 
Replace/reconstruct existing Burgard bridge over UPRR, plus 
culvert, and include bicycle/pedestrian upgrades for safer freight 
and pedestrian movements. 

Funding Summary: 
The project is currently programmed with $13,895,277 of Bridge 
Investment Program (BIP) grant funds with a local match of 
$3,473,819.  

Added Notes: The formal amendment cancels RW and CN phases due to BIP 
grant funding rescinded by the U.S. Department of Transportation.

Project Name: Broadway Main Street and Supporting Connections 
Lead Agency: City of Portland 

Description: 

Project will include enhanced sidewalks including ADA curb ramps 
and reduced crossing distances for safer pedestrian crossings, 
enhanced access to Rose Quarter Transit Center, Portland 
Streetcar, and other transportation services. Upgraded and 
protected lanes for biking and scooting. Restoration of managed 
on-street parking and loading. Additional tree canopy, green 
infrastructure, street lighting, and other streetscape amenities. 
Placemaking opportunities to honor the district’s history through 
public art, street activation, and monumentation. Project will result 
in greater access and connectivity to Portland's Lower Albina 
neighborhood. 

Funding Summary: The project is currently programmed with a total of $38,394,000 of 
Neighborhood Access and Equity (NAE) grant funds. 

Added Notes: 

The formal amendment cancels RW, UR, and CN phases due to NAE 
grant funding rescinded by the U.S. Department of Transportation. 
Reduce PE phase to $5,000,000 of NAE federal funds to reflect 
funding obligation amount. Local matching funds are not required.
